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Abstract

Violence against wives falls under family violence, in which
talk is still conservative in Saudi society due to the privacy of family
relationships. Moreover,, wives hide their sufferings from violence
and their feelings with shame. This study aimed at identifying the
forms of violence against wives, the leading factors to it and the
suggested methods to face it. This is done through the demographic
characteristics of the sample, the more forms of violence against
wives, the forms of (verbal, physical, social, psychological, health and
economical) violence from which wives suffer, the most factors of
practicing violence against wives, the reaction of such wife against
the violence she suffers, for who wife resort and the suggested means
to face violence. The study has adopted the social descriptive survey
methodology. Furthermore, data was collected by using the
questionnaire through a sample of the affiliates of directorate of
education at Jeddah, whose numbers are (103).
The most important results of the study are represented in that the
more violence against wife is the verbal one with percentage of (44%o)
through raising the voice towards the wife. Secondly, the health and
social violence with percentage of (35%) through ignoring the wife's
feeling, reducing her respect and preventing her from visiting her
friends. Thirdly, the physical violence with percentage of (28) %
through pushing, hitting and slapping. Lastly, the economical
violence with percentage of (27%) through forcing her to spending
her money on family. It is turned out that from the factors of
practicing violence against wife is the cultural, which most form the
society culture that gives the right to the man to impose his opinion.
Then, the economical which most form the high cost of living. In the
third rank is the self factor which most form wife raising her voice
upon her husband. In the last rank is the social which most form the
frequent squabbling & differences with her husband. As for the
methods with which wives face the violence of their husbands, the
results have shown that there are many methods of facing family
violence. The most important of these methods are weeping as a



reaction of the violence with percentage of (70%) and the wife
resorting to the family consultations centers for helping the battered
wife with percentage of 9%.The most important suggestions for
facing violence are represented in good education in family and
preserving the rights of women. Lastly, the study recommends that
the followed studies should treated different samples such as the
unemployed women, the illiterate women and the poor women. Also,
it shouldn't treat with slices of high income and high qualification
due to the results of the study revealed, as identified by the previous
studies, that the higher of the level of income & qualification, the
lower of violence.
