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Abstract

This study addresses criminal liability for the crime of marine oil
pollution in each of Kuwait, Egypt, United Arab Emirates, and Saudi
Arabia. This has been done by reviewing, analyzing, and comparing the
relevant laws and regulations in each of these countries to identify the
aspects that should be considered when developing an appropriate and
effective legal provisions in dealing with this crime.

This study was divided into four chapters, preceded by a preliminary
study, and the chapters include the following topics respectively:
international and regional attention to the problem of marine oil pollution,
the legislative framework for the crime of marine oil pollution, the legal
elements of the crime of marine oil pollution, the boundaries of the
criminal liability for marine oil pollution, and the criminal sanctions for
the crime of marine oil pollution. Finally, the study concluded by
presenting the most important findings and recommendations
