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Abstract

The transformation from comprehensive planning to regional
planning has had a significant impact on the urbanization of its various
components: the number of urban units, the size of the urban population,
the proportion of urbanization between two periods, one of which
underwent comprehensive planning in 1992. The other has witnessed the
implementation of regional planning in 2010 through multiple growth
centers Levels, through the establishment and processing of a database at
the level of the Kingdom as a whole and then the administrative regions
and finally at the level of the provinces, it has been shown that the
Kingdom of Saudi Arabia has witnessed a great urbanization during the
period from 1992 to 2010, this urbanization reflects an increase in the
number of cities by an estimated 49.39% Number of cities 1992. Which
means that the number of cities was increasing in the Kingdom by 4.5
cities annually during the period from 1992 to 2010. The number of
urban residents increased by 9.967.321, constituting 80% of the total
urban population in 1992. The urbanization rate in the Kingdom
increased from 73.5% in 1992 to 82.6% in 2010. Despite this
development in the number of cities, urban population and urbanization,
the speed of urbanization in the Kingdom is low at 34.49% according to
Eldridge Index. Thus, the change in the size of the cities first and the
urban system according to the rank and size base II and urban dominance
third of the most important results of the development of urbanization
during the period under consideration, the study recommended the need
to increase the activation of the regional planning program in Saudi
Arabia more in line with the aspirations of the Kingdom of the
future,2030 which aims at equal distribution of development in all its
forms to all administrative regions.
