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Abstract

Financial corruption is one of the topics that we have been hearing about in
our society with the increasing economic recovery in Saudi Arabia and its
transformation into openness. Financial corruption is a crime and is punishable by
law. To address the phenomenon of financial corruption, the Kingdom of Saudi
Arabia issued the National Strategy for the Protection of Integrity and Anti-
Corruption, pursuant to the Council of Ministers' Resolution No. (43) dated 1/2 /
1438H. And ratified the international conventions related to combating financial
corruption and abuse of functional authority in accordance with local principles
and laws, corruption crimes in the public sector are considered the most serious
types of corruption related to the country's resources and savings and the balance
of its economy. In the body and all that is related to the relationship between the
National Authority for Combating Corruption and Citizens and explaining their
rights and what they have to face with the truth and the responsibility. And society.

This year, the Kingdom has achieved the highest level of commitment to the
40 recommendations related to combating money laundering and the special
recommendations related to combating the financing of terrorism, according to the
report adopted by the Financial Action Task Force and the Financial Action Task
Force for the Middle East and North Africa.

The main reasons that contributed to the spread of financial and
administrative corruption in the government service sector are the weakness of the
religious and moral aspects, the weakness of the performance of the regulatory and
judicial bodies, the leniency in implementing the regulatory sanctions, and the lack
of transparency (mon disclosure of information related to the procedures and
decisions of government service agencies).
