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Abstract

Theological deviances are any diverging from the correct faith which adheres
to Quran, Sunnah and the techniques of the Salaf.

Theological deviances have negative impact on the preacher and those
whose preached as well as the content and techniques of Dawa (missionary work).
Among its negative impact on the preacher is the spread of heresy, casting doubts
on religion, estrangement, fostering suspicions and seditions, and joining suspected
cults. On the other hand, such deviance also impact those who are being preached
by blind imitation, confusion, bewilderment, division, dispersion and empowering the
enemy.

Theological deviances on the content of Dawa is overlooking the Sunnah,
establishing heresy, distorting the religion, absence of morals, and indulging in
immorality and transgressions. Finally, its impact on Dawa techniques include
spreading incorrect ideologies, opinions and doctrines as well as corrupting instincts
and weakening Islam by targeting the faith and calling for unity of religions.

There are many ways to confront these theological deviances including
resorting to the Quran and Sunnah as the perfect source of the religion, scholars
practicing the promotion of virtues and the prevention of vice, controlling Fatwa and
discouraging those who misuse it, and supporting religious sciences by consolidating
the truthful faith.
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
