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Abstract
The focus of this research is on studying the topics of the sciences of the Quran in the Book
‘Al-Taysir fi Al-Tafseer’ by Abu Hafs Al-Nasafi (died 537H.). | followed the inductive method
in extracting the issues, and then, studied them by adopting the comparative - analytical method.

The research consists of: An introduction, preface, three chapters, and conclusion,
followed by scientific indexes.
